5. Only two people to occupy a row. 
6. People from same household may 

all occupy one row. 
7. Please maintain 2metres

9. Some sections of seating may 
be closed off. Please do not 
occupy  
seats in these areas.

QUESTIONS PEOPLE ASK 
Q. Why is it that some people have such a 
hatred for the Catholic Church that they 
can see nothing good in it? . 
A. Since human beings are part of the Church 
we should not expect it to be perfect. Jesus 
said:  ’if the world hates you, you must realise 
that it hated me before you’. Jesus was not 
criticised, he was crucified. The eye is made 
for light but light hurts the sick eye: the 
stomach is made for food but food upsets the 
sick stomach: the soul is made  for God but 
the light of God’s goodness enrages the sick 
soul. Criticism reveals more about the critic 
than the object of criticism.

Wed 29 – St. Martha, sister of Lazarus and 
Mary, a woman of faith who made her 
profession of faith in Christ as the Son of God. 
Thurs 30 – St Peter Chrysologus,  died 
around the year 450. He was Bishop of 
Ravenna and famous for his teaching.  
Friday 31 – St. Ignatius of Loyola, 1491 – 
1556, from the north of Spain. His great 
theme was the service of God and God’s 
greater glory. The experience of his 
conversion led to his writing of the Spiritual 
Exercises. 
Sat August 1st – St. Alphonsus Liguori,  
1696 – 1787, founder of the Redemptorist 
Congregation, taught much on moral theology 
and the spiritual life.
